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Accomplishments to date:

Distributed Block Watch information to residents hundreds of times, 

Distributed dead-bolt door locks and locking knobs to residents,

Distributed flashlights and walkie-talkies to resident patrollers, 

Distributed and installed dawn-to-dusk, motion, and flood lights on residents' houses, 

Distributed patroller t-shirts, caps, and signs,

Distributed and installed locking mailboxes on residents' houses, 

Distributed ”The Club” to residents to help prevent auto theft, 

Distributed metal Block Watch yard signs to all residents

Distributed a refrigerator magnet containing important phone numbers to all residents

Installed permanent metal gates on two abandoned alleys, 

Installed new lighting in all of our alleys and the canal bank, 

Installed 3 permanent message boards to display crime prevention information,

Installed 20 solar motion sensor lights in dark areas,

Installed dawn-to-dusk lighting in two abandoned alleys,

Installed sixteen large metal Block Watch signs in the neighborhood,

Painted address numbers on all curbs and alley fences,

Designed and built a permanent monument marker at the swc of 3rd Ave & Camelback, 

Designed, produced and distributed a refrigerator magnet that replicates the monument marker,

Conducted several written surveys of residents to determine what their concerns are, 

Created a data base of every resident and business address, phone, and email

Created an identity, increased visibility by installing toppers on the street signs, developed a logo, 

Regularly conduct neighborhood patrols and report suspicious activity, 

Regularly take pictures of graffiti and small crimes and email them to our Community Action Officer, 

Trained Block Watch Captains on each street and conduct block watch meetings regularly,

Reported 1,047 code violations (blight) over the years, 

Held GAIN night events every year for 8 years (National Night Out), 

Host a booth at the 7th Ave Street Fair every year for 5 years,

Held several clean-up days to clean up blighted properties, 

Held general meetings for all residents every quarter for 11 years, 

Maintain six active committees with chairpersons and annual goals, 

Held hundreds of individual committee meetings, 

Held neighborhood meetings with our Community Action Officer, Neighborhood Services rep, and Councilman,

Regularly partner with other neighborhoods on our borders,

Produced and distributed a newsletter to all residents and businesses every quarter for 11 years,

Email crime fighting and general neighborhood information to our members weekly, 

Created a professionally designed website for the neighborhood,  

Initiated a city traffic study and installed speed humps (with our own funding), changed stop signs, added "no left turn" signs on 7th Ave to mitigate cut-thru traffic,

Obtained a formal city sanctioned “Historic District” designation for the neighborhood,

Created the opportunity for residents to belong to "a group that cares about their neighborhood".     
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
