They are patrolling every street in our neighborhood,
twice each night, on bicycles and in a golf cart!

They do a run at dusk that doubles as a family event, where residents and their
children join in the ride. George explains “this teaches our children (as well as the
parents) that watching their neighborhood is important, and it can be fun at the same
time!™ The 12:00-1:00 a.m. run is usually reserved for adults, and George has a big

spotlight on his golf cart that comes in very handy at that time.

The patrollers have established a strong rapport with the police, fire department, utility
companies, and Neighborhood Services. They have discovered and resolved cases of
stolen cars, sleeping transients, heart attack victims, car wrecks, lost elderly people,
DUT's, and people who were stranded. They also look for and report code violations
involving unkept or severely damaged properties that could be hazardous to others.

We allocated Block Watch funding to buy 16 walkie-talkies for the patrollers, and six
residents have them in their homes to monitor the safety of the patrollers. The
patrollers wear white hats to identify themselves, and we've already seen bad guys

pick up and run when they saw the patrollers coming!

The word about our patrollers is getting out, and this program is working miracles for
our neighborhood. Thank you very much George and Arnold, for taking on this
project and making it such a success, you are truly improving the quality of life in our
neighborhood.

Walk out to the street at dusk and chat with the patrollers,
or hop on a bike and ride along,
you'll be surprised at what you learn from the experience!

BLOCK WATCH GRANT
Our 2005 Block Watch Grant request
for $9,913.00 was approved! The
funding is designated for purchasing
dawn-to-dusk lighting for houses,
locking mail boxes, “the Club” auto

theft devices, equipment for the

patrollers, painting address numbers
on alley fences, and our newsletter
expenses. Last year’s grant was used
for purchasing four years of lighting
in our allies and on the canal bank, the
Block Watch flashlights, our
newsletter and office supply expenses.
Start thinking about how you can
make your house (and the
neighborhood) safer, and look for
upcoming announcements about the
security items we plan to distribute.

HISTORIC DESIGNATION
Owur application for a Historic
Preservation District is moving
forward! After the Historic
Preservation Commission votes on it
at their meeting on June 20th, it goes
to the Alhambra Village Planning
Committee, the Planning
Commission, and then finally, the
City Council. The boundary of the
proposed district is about the same as
our neighborhood in general, with a
few exceptions for commercial and
non-contributing properties on our
borders. Our application contained
212 properties, of which, almost 80%
were considered contributing to the
historic relevance of the
neighborhood. The district has been
named Pierson Place. And don‘t
forget: the designation includes
opportunities to obtain grants for
renovations, which could help us
improve our neighborhood even
more!

COUNCILMAN SIMPLOT
Councilman Simplot is running for re-
election this fall. We believe he has
proven during the last two years that
he is focused on improving
neighborhoods and fighting crime.
He has completed a long list of great
things for neighborhoods in our
district, including ours, and we
encourage everyone to vote for Tom
in the next election.
