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Parking Lot on 1 st Ave 
The owners of the vacant lot at 1st Ave & Highland 
requested a use permit to make a parking lot for a 3 
year term.  They agreed to provide landscaping on the 
perimeter, and to apply for restricted parking on the 1st 
Ave side.

Federal Historic Designation

on the National Register is a prerequisite for receiving 

various types of benefits, including grants and tax 

incentives.

Sidewalk on 3 rd Ave 
The City is finishing up right-of-way agreements with 
property owners adjacent to this project, and relocation 
of the underground utilities are beginning now.  
Construction of the sidewalk is expected to start this 
fall.

Crime Summary  
 
There were no crimes reported in Pierson Place in the 
past month.  We have continued to thwart violent crime in 
our neighborhood although the surrounding area had 
more violence.  7th Ave and Camelback continues to 
have higher crime including rapes and assaults with 
some crime south of Camelback on 7

th
 Ave.  Violent 

crimes increased along Central Ave adjacent to Pierson 
Place, as well as south of the Grand Canal.  The east 
and west borders of Pierson Place have similar types of 
crime, although 7th Ave had 8 of them and Central Ave 
had 5.  
 
When comparing Central and 7

th
 Aves to 15

th
 and 19

th
 

Aves, they both have fewer crimes but about the same 
amount of violence percentage wise.  The main 
difference is, there is much more crime and violence in 
the neighborhoods next to 15

th
 and 19

th
 Aves, with 19

th
 

Ave having the most. 
 

As written before, 95% of crime prevention is in the mind, 
i.e. anticipating, being aware and having a plan of action  
if confronted by a criminal.  By not being prepared mentally 
you will be more likely to freeze instead of react.  ñFreezing 
is Failureò.  As General Patton said ñA good plan today is 
better than an excellent one tomorrowò.   A plan could be 
having a ñthrow-away walletò with $5 in it, a loud scream, 
avoiding dark or dangerous places at night, and learning 
how to break hand holds and many more.  The goal is to 
remain as cognizant as you can while under stress, 
because if you panic you are more likely to become 
overwhelmed and freeze.  I find that becoming a little angry 
helps me to focus on what needs to be done.  It also 
accelerates movements, thinking and strength.  Itôs caused 
by Adrenaline (a very powerful and rapidly distributed 
hormone) being secreted into your blood stream.  It affects 
many parts of the body at the same time turning little old 
grannies into car lifting tyros.  Be safe out there and always 
call the police.
